Not only did it become difpcult to carry things around all the time, but what happened
when the farmer tried to barter corn and the shoemaker already had enough?

Precious metals were turned into coin. The Lydians, a group of people who lived in Lydia, which is now known as
Turkey, were the prst to use coins, which dates back to 700 B.C. As other countries began to use coins, they stamped
pictures of their leaders on them. What made metal coins such a success? For one, they were easy to carry and they
wouldnét rot like some of the things people used to barter. Coins could also be different values, one metal was one value
another had a different value.

While the prst metal money was used about 4,500 years ago, it wasnt until about 1,800 years ago that paper money was
invented by the Chinese. The paper money represented an amount of money, just as the coin, but was much lighter to
carry and was also cheaper to make.

The money was stored in ancient temples. These became known as the prst banks. As people started to travel more to
other cities, the exchanging of coins took place. Some traders paid people to exchange the coins and took a fee from the
money they did exchange. They called these people money changers and were the prst known bankers.
